Just a few pointers about the best way to navigate the 
Cathedral and still be respectful of the services that 
are being conducted. 

 In trying to balance the solemnity of the 
service with the needs of the press, we ask that you 
follow instructions of the representatives of the 
Diocese of Rockville Centre.   

 Photography is permitted inside the Cathedral during the service, though we ask that 
photographers do not stand in the space between the sanctuary and the congregation, 
and that they honor the privacy of individuals receiving the sacrament of Communion.  
Also, please do NOT take photographs from the center aisle or block it in any way.
